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We welcome the distinguished delegation of South Africa. 
We commend the efforts of the Government of South Africa to improve its overall legislative and institutional framework for fighting against racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance. 

We noted the activities for ensuring safety of women and children in South African communities. However, violence against children, in particular gender-based and sexual violence remains a challenge to be comprehensively addresses. What activities will South Africa undertake to prevent and eradicate corporal punishment of children in all settings?  
Montenegro makes the following recommendations: 

1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on a communications procedure;

2. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment.
