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Montenegro welcomes the Delegation of Tunisia. 


We welcome the efforts made towards improving the human rights situation, particularly ratification of the OP-CAT and the establishment of the NPM. Despite legislative and institutional strengthening, we remain concerned about consistent reports of torture and ill-treatment in the security sector. Could the delegation of Tunisia elaborate on the activities undertaken to ensure prompt, independent and impartial investigations into all allegations of torture and ill-treatment?   

Although the national integrated education strategy has been implemented, yearly school drop-out rates are alarming. What policies have been developed to encourage girls to remain in school, particularly in rural areas?

Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
2. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR).
