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Mr. President,

We thank the delegation of the United Kingdom for its presentation. 
Turkey appreciates the role of the UK in upholding and defending human rights

domestically and across the world.

In view of the recent data about the increase in the number of people reported as potential victims of slavery and human trafficking in the UK, we welcome the introduction of the Modern Slavery Act with the objective to tackle this problem. 
Bearing in mind the levels of hate crime, Turkey deems the launching of the “Hate Crime Action Plan” in 2016 as a positive step forward to prevent and respond to hate crime as well as to improve support for the victims.
We encourage the UK, which has a long tradition of immigration, to further improve the rights and working conditions of migrants. 
Turkey would like to make following recommendations: 

1. Prepare a report on the impact of the “Hate Crime Action Plan” with the view to assess concrete results.
2. Sign and ratify ICRMW.

3. Ratify the Council of Europe’s “Istanbul Convention”.
