In particular, New Zealand recommends that Colombia
1. Ensure further opportunities to increase and enable the participation of women in the peace process. 
2. Provide security guarantees to enable the representation of Indigenous communities in the peace process. 
3. Ensure sufficient resources for implementing the peace accord, and ensure reform of the police in an open and transparent process. 
4. Eliminate of the crime of abortion in the criminal code.
