Mr. President,
Pakistan warmly welcomes the delegation of Mexico. My delegation thanks the head of the delegation for presenting the national report and commends the delegates’ active participation in today’s interactive dialogue.

iii. Protect religious leaders and communities from violent criminal gangs and drug cartels; and,
iv. Take further measures to address violence against environmental defenders.
