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Mr. President,

Thailand welcomes Cambodia’s progress in addressing gender inequality and in mainstreaming women’s meaningful participation in national development. We also commend efforts made in addressing humanitarian consequences from anti-personal mines.

Thailand recommends that Cambodia:

1. Intensify its efforts in combatting human trafficking, including in relation to online scam operations, by effectively implementing related laws and regulations, and enhancing cooperation with all stakeholders at national, regional and international levels;

2. Enhance its efforts in preventing and protecting children from online sexual exploitation and other related risks; and

3. Strengthen its health care system with a view to promoting Universal Health Coverage while ensuring those in vulnerable situations are also included.

We wish Cambodia a successful review.
