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Mr. President, 

South Africa welcomes the distinguished delegation of Côte d’Ivoire to this UPR Session. 

My delegation commends the strides made by Côte d’Ivoire since its last UPR review, such as developing new laws, regulations and institutions to advance the human rights of persons in vulnerable groups, which include (i) the revised National Strategy to Combat Gender-based Violence and (ii) the establishment of the Technical Commission for Vocational Guidance and Rehabilitation for persons with disabilities in the public sector.

South Africa wishes to respectfully recommend that Côte d’Ivoire:

1. Ensure that in cases where detention is unavoidable, children are not detained with adults, in compliance with international standards and article 7 of the country’s Decree No. 69-189 of 14 May 1969 on regulating prisons.

2. Strengthen awareness-raising campaigns on the importance of women’s participation in political life, particularly in decision-making processes.

3. Redouble efforts to ensure access to quality, safe and effective medicines in order to counter the sale of counterfeit medicine on the streets.

South Africa wishes Côte d’Ivoire a successful review.
