Thank you, Mr. President,

Ghana warmly welcomes the esteemed delegation of Slovenia and thanks them for the comprehensive presentation on the human rights situation in the country.

2.	We commend Slovenia for introducing legislation and proactive policies aimed at tackling hate speech and hate crimes. We further take a positive note of the implementation of immigration strategies to protect the dignity of migrants, specifically migrants belonging to vulnerable groups.

3.	In the spirit of constructive dialogue, Ghana recommends to Slovenia to:

i. Allocate sufficient resources to support victims of trafficking and adopt comprehensive measures to address the vulnerabilities of refugees and migrants to trafficking; and

ii. Develop and adopt a comprehensive anti-discrimination strategy that includes all grounds of discrimination, especially racial discrimination.
