Universal Periodic Review of Czechia 
Statement by Australia

Australia commends Czechia for its long-standing commitment to protecting and promoting human rights, and its implementation of recommendations identified in the last UPR.
Australia welcomes Czechia’s implementation of its Roma Integration Strategy 2015–20 to ensure equal rights and freedoms for members of the Roma community.  Noting this positive progress, Australia recommends Czechia continue practical efforts to bridge gaps between the Roma community and the rest of society, including: implementing  legislation and practical measures to eliminate discrimination against Romani individuals; ensuring the police protect Roma communities threatened with violence and discrimination; and ensuring equal access to education, employment, housing, health and social care for all.
Australia remains concerned by reports of poor prison conditions in Czechia.  We recommend the Czech government accelerate measures to ensure adequate conditions for prisoners. 
While noting Czechia’s commitment to ratify the Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence in 2018, Australia recommends Czechia increase legislative and practical efforts to reduce violence against women and domestic violence.
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
