STATEMENT BY GHANA DELIVERED BY MR. JOSEPH OWUSU-ANSAH,

COUNSELLOR, ON TUESDAY 7TH NOVEMBER, 2017

Mr. President, 

Ghana extends a warm welcome to the distinguished delegation of Gabon, headed by the Honourable Minister of Justice, to the UPR. 
My delegation applauds Gabon for the steps taken to honour some international human rights obligations following the second cycle review, including the ratification of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in 2014, and the ongoing processes leading up to the ratification of the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.

Ghana welcomes the awareness creation campaigns launched through the joint efforts of the National Committee to Monitor the Fight against Child Trafficking and the Directorate General for Human Rights to promote and protect the rights of children in Gabon. My delegation encourages Gabon to continue with the several other ongoing initiatives aimed at expanding the democratic frontiers and respect for human rights in the country.
Ghana has the following two recommendations for Gabon:

i. Ratify and implement the Marrakesh Treaty to Facilitate Access to 
Published Works for Persons Who Are Blind, Visually Impaired, or Otherwise 
Print Disabled; and
ii. Ratify the Protocol to the African Charter on Human and Peoples’ Rights
