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We welcome the delegation of the Czech Republic. 
We commend the efforts of the Government of Czech Republic undertaken since 2nd UPR cycle to improve the institutional and legislative framework for human rights, as well as to ratify several international human rights instrument. We especially welcome the steps undertaken in order to improve the legislative framework for the promotion and protection of the rights of children. 
We commend ongoing activities undertaken by the relevant Czech authorities in combating discrimination, and protecting the victims of discrimination. However, it is noted that Roma continue to be main victims of racially motivated violence. What activities will the Czech Republic undertake to prevent this type of violence and to promote tolerance and anti-discriminatory attitudes towards this vulnerable group?
Montenegro makes the following recommendations to the Czech Republic: 

1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;

2. to undertake practical steps to put an end to corporal punishment of children in all settings.
