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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Gabon and the Government’s commitment to the UPR process.
Montenegro very much appreciates the ratification of the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty, done in 2014.

We welcome a number of activities undertaken in the field of education, in particular those aimed at decreasing a dropout rate, strengthening educational infrastructure and improving the school curricula. 
We noted concerns of several UN treaty bodies with regard to quality of education, including for children with disabilities, and would like to encourage the Government to develop a comprehensive strategy on inclusive education.
Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to enact legislation with a view to prohibit corporal punishment of children in all settings, 
2. to take all necessary measures to significantly increase the enrolment rates and decrease the dropout rates of girls at all levels of education, by the end of the 3rd UPR cycle.
