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We welcome the Delegation of Ghana. 
We welcome the progress made in respect to child rights, in particular the efforts made in developing and launching Inclusive Education Policy, that defines strategic path for education of all children with special needs.

We noted concerns of the UNCT over very high rates of violence, abuse and exploitation of children, while adolescent girls are facing risk of child marriage. Could the delegation of Ghana elaborate on measures planned to ensure affordable education opportunities for adolescent girls thus preventing early marriages?
We welcome the efforts of Ghana in preparing a Bill for abolition of the death penalty. 
Montenegro makes the following recommendations: 

1. to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;

2. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the CRC on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography.
