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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of the Republic of Korea. We appreciate its commitments to the UPR process. We commend the openness and inclusiveness of the national consultation, as well as a high level of cooperation with the special procedures.
We took note on efforts towards combating discrimination in practice. We noted certain gaps in implementation, or absence of explicit prohibition of discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity. In that regard, we encourage the state to adopt a comprehensive antidiscrimination legislation, prohibiting discrimination on any grounds, including race, sexual orientation and gender identity.
Montenegro encourages the state to prohibit corporal punishment of children in all setting.

Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. to ratify the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance,

2. to commute all remaining death sentences into life imprisonment and to consider ratifying the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty.
