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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Switzerland and commends the Government’s full commitment to the UPR process and its international human rights obligations. 
We commend Switzerland for stepping up the efforts to ratify remaining international instruments, but as well to improve the overall national framework for the human rights protection and promotion. 
We welcome the activities aimed at ensuring protection from discrimination, that include anti-discrimination measures, raising awareness, establishing specialized counselling services for victims of racial discrimination, providing in-service training for the staff members of counselling offices and encouraging networking. We encourage Switzerland to adopt comprehensive anti-discrimination legislation. 
Montenegro makes the following recommendations: 

1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;

2. to raise the minimum age of criminal responsibility to an internationally acceptable level.
