Mr President, 

Slovenia welcomes the delegation of Czechia to the UPR Working Group and thanks for the presentation of the national report. We in particular welcome consultations with civil society that took place during preparations of the national report.
Due to time constraints we would like to make first the following recommendation: 
· Allocate sufficient funding and make available adequate human resources for the implementation of the Roma Integration Strategy 2015–2020 and the Inclusive Education Action Plan for 2016 - 2018;

Our recommendation is linked to the second UPR cycle where Czechia accepted the recommendation to effectively implement the National Action Plan for Inclusive Education. 
We commend Czechia for all its efforts to solve this issue, inter alia by adoption of the above mentioned documents. 
At the same time we remain concerned over the official data showing that the share of Roma Children with mild mental disability increased from 28,4 % in school year 2013/2014 to 30,9 % in the school year 2016/2017. We hope that the introduction of the compulsory last grade pre-school education system in 2017 will reduce the share of the Roma children with mild mental disability.
