Madam President, 

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Georgia and thanks it for the presentation of its national report. Portugal notes that in 2020 the country adopted a chapter in its National Human Rights Action Plan to combat discrimination-based crimes and hate crimes. 

Portugal recommends that Georgia:

1.
Improves the legislative framework regulating hate speech to explicitly prohibit violence and discrimination based on sexual orientation or gender identity;

2.
Increases the number of vacancies in shelters and improves the quality of related services to assist survivors of domestic and gender-based violence; 

3.
Addresses the impact of conflicts on women and girls and strengthens the participation of women in conflict resolution and peacebuilding, as part of its fourth National Action Plan on Women, Peace and Security for the years 2021-2024;
