Madam President,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Myanmar and thanks the presentation of its comprehensive national report. We welcome the ratification by Myanmar in 2017 of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and in 2019 of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict. 
Portugal would like to recommend Myanmar to:
1.
Ratify the Convention against Torture; the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination; and the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;

2.
Collaborate with all UN human rights mandates and mechanisms;

3.
Abolish the death penalty in all cases and circumstances;

4.
Take measures to improve the condition of religious/ethnic minorities, namely Rohingya, respecting their human rights and ensuring they are not denied the right of citizenship or subject to discrimination, in a manner consistent with international standards.
