Madam President,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Saint Lucia and the country’s efforts to implement the UPR recommendations. Furthermore, we welcome the country’s recent ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the request for technical assistance from the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) to support the implementation of the Convention.  
Portugal recommends that Saint Lucia:
1.
abolishes the death penalty and ratifies the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR;
2.
decriminalizes consensual same-sex conduct and takes concrete legal and policy measures to eliminate discrimination against LGBTI persons; 
3.
strengthens the efforts to combat all forms of violence against women, in particular domestic violence, and provides adequate training for evidence collection.
