Italy commends the ratification of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, the Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the Involvement of children in Armed Conflict and the ILO Convention on the Minimum Age of Employment, as well as the enactment of the Child Rights Law.
Italy wishes to offer the following recommendations:

· Review the legislation on citizenship, race and religion to build a more inclusive society.

· Amend all laws that restrict freedom of expression, including freedom of the press, and association.

· Adopt effective policies for the safe, voluntary, and dignified return of refugees and displaced individuals and follow up on the recommendations of the Annan Commission.

· Ratify the Conventions against Torture and on the Elimination of all Forms of Racial Discrimination. 

· Establish a formal moratorium of the death penalty in view of its abolition. 

· Allow the UN Special Rapporteur and the members of the Independent investigative mechanism to access the Country. 

We wish Myanmar a successful review.
