Madam President,

Pakistan thanks Rwanda for presentation of its 3rd UPR report and commends its cooperation with the UPR mechanism. We also acknowledge the inter-agency process for the preparation of comprehensive and well drafted report. 

We appreciate Rwanda’s commitment to improve human rights situation in the country.
