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(Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Mozambique.(
Montenegro appreciates Mozambique’s strengthen cooperation with international human rights mechanisms and bodies. We are pleased to note the establishment of the OHCHR presence in the country, and encourage the continued Government’s collaborative engagement with the UN country team to further protect and promote human rights. 
Montenegro acknowledges the Government's extensive efforts to respond to the impacts of climate change and echoes the importance of a "build better" approach to resilience in the development of recovery plans (to effectively address existing vulnerabilities.(
(Montenegro reiterates its call on Mozambique to ratify the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court and the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.(
Montenegro recommends to Mozambique:
1) To adopt measures to protect civic space, including by conducting thorough investigations and strengthening accountability for all reported cases of violence or intimidation of human rights defenders and journalists.
2) To implement legislation explicitly prohibiting all traditional practices harmful to the physical and psychological well-being of children, notably child marriage and harmful aspects of initiation rites for girls. 
We wish Mozambique a successful UPR cycle.
