Chairperson, 

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Estonia and the ratification by the country of the Council of Europe Convention on preventing and combating violence against women and domestic violence, known as the Istanbul Convention.

Portugal recommends that Estonia:

1. take further measures to eliminate violence against women, particularly domestic violence, including by conducting investigations of reported cases, adequately punishing perpetrators, as well as providing survivors with protection and legal, financial and psychological support; 

2. implement human rights- based mental health policies in line with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and provide community-based mental health services, which also address the high suicide rates in the country;
3. ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;
