Chairperson,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Paraguay and the country’s commitment to the implementation of the UPR recommendations. We commend Paraguay for putting in place the SIMORE+ and for the technical cooperation provided to other countries on implementation mechanisms.

Portugal recommends that Paraguay:
1.
take measures to combat institutionalization and overmedication of persons with mental health conditions and psychosocial disabilities; and fight stigma and coercion against them, inter alia by developing human rights-based services grounded on the community and respectful of free and informed consent in line with the CRPD;

2. 
step up measures to reduce child and adolescent pregnancy, including by ensuring access to adequate sexual and reproductive health and education to all throughout the country;
2.
provide training on human rights and on combating discrimination and violence, including those based on sexual orientation and gender identity, to health personnel, members of the judiciary, police forces and prison officers.
