Chairperson, 

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Niger and the country’s efforts to implement the UPR recommendations, in particular the establishment of an Interministerial Committee for drafting reports to treaty bodies and the UPR. We welcome that the National Human Rights Commission regained its A-status in 2017 and note the development of a National Gender-based Violence Prevention and Response Strategy.
Portugal recommends that Niger:

1.
take concrete measures to tackle stigma and discrimination against persons affected by leprosy and their families and to ensure them timely and adequate access to health services;
2.
ensure universal access to quality and inclusive education and health, including on rural areas, and combat all forms of discrimination in the access to those rights, in particular against women and girls;

3. 
amend article 282 of the Criminal Code in order to decriminalize consensual sexual relations between adults of the same sex;
