Statement by the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka

Madam President, 

Sri Lanka warmly welcomes the delegation of Singapore and appreciates the presentation made. 
We commend Singapore’s significant achievements since its last Universal Periodic Review in further upholding the rule of law, strengthening human development, and advancing human rights in line with national priorities. These include legal reform for the protection of children and youth, promoting gender equality and decisive steps taken to combat trafficking in persons.

Singapore’s whole-of-society approach towards combating COVID-19 has been noteworthy. In this context, extending equal medical care to migrant workers including free testing and vaccinations, is laudable. We also recognize Singapore’s commitment, as diverse population, to achieving social cohesion.
