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Thank you, Madam President.

We thank the delegation of Suriname for today’s presentation and commitment to the UPR. 

Italy appreciates efforts carried out by Suriname to implement the recommendations accepted in the framework of the last UPR. We welcome the entry into force of the National Action Plan on prevention and reduction of Child Labour for the period 2019-2024, and we encourage the development of further measures to ensure its effectiveness. We also praise progress made towards the ratification of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict, with a view to the finalisation of the ratification process by the end of this year as stated in the national report.
Italy offers Suriname the following recommendations:

· Increase efforts to ratify the main international human rights instruments, especially the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR and the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women; 

· Sustain the endeavours to prevent and combat human trafficking and guarantee assistance to the victims;
· Strengthen the efforts to combat all forms of violence and discrimination against women and girls, children and LGBTI persons. 

We wish Suriname a successful review.
