We thank the delegation of Tanzania for today’s presentation. 

Italy welcomes the efforts carried out to combat violence against women and children, including the National Plan of Action 2017-2022, and commend the adoption of the National Anti-FGM Strategy and of its Implementation Plan 2019-2022.

Italy offers Tanzania the following recommendations:

· Take further measures to eradicate all forms of discrimination and violence against women and girls, including child, early and forced marriages and female genital mutilation;
· Ensure that the right to freedom of expression is duly respected and intensify the efforts to protect the rights of persons belonging to religious minorities;
· Decriminalise consensual adult same sex relations and combat discrimination against LGBTI persons;
· Adopt a de jure moratorium of capital executions and ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR aiming at the abolition of the death penalty. 

We wish Tanzania a successful review.
