Chair,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Antigua & Barbuda and the country advances to fight violence against women and gender-based. The reforms introduced, are positive steps to improve the human rights situation of women and girls in the country.
Portugal recommends that Antigua & Barbuda:
1.
abolishes the death penalty and ratifies the second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR;
2. 
implements alternatives to prison sentences and/or pre-trial detention and takes measures to increase judicial capacity and improve the material conditions for detainees, including those with disabilities;
3. 
establishes a National Human Rights Institution in accordance with the Paris Principles and creates a National Mechanism for Implementation, Reporting and follow-up, using the UPR Practical Guidance issued by the Office of the High Commissioner.
