Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Hungary and notes with appreciation the steps taken by the country to fight domestic violence. We regret, however, that Hungary did not ratify the Council of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and Domestic Violence (Istanbul Convention), as we had recommended in the previous UPR cycle. 

Portugal recommends that Hungary:

1. develop a national action plan to combat discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity and promote awareness raising campaigns to combat stigmatization and bullying against LGBTI persons; 
2. take concrete measures to ensure that migrants, refugees and asylum seekers can enjoy the rights to education, to health and to legal aid without discrimination;
3. ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.
