Statement by Portugal

Chairperson,

Portugal warmly welcomes the delegation of Ireland and its strong commitment to upholding the highest levels of realization of human rights.

We welcome the ratification of the Istanbul Convention and the efforts made to tackle homelessness, by increasing the investment in accommodation and other related services and recommends that Ireland continues to take efforts to tackle this problem. 

We also praise the efforts of Ireland to promote the participation of civil society in human rights fora.

Portugal further recommends Ireland to:

· conclude the processes of ratification of the Optional Protocols to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment;

· implement human rights-based mental health policies aligned with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and provide community-based mental health services, with a view to eliminating stigma, discrimination and coercion in mental health;
