Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Papua New Guinea and regrets the late presentation of the national UPR report.

We note with appreciation the efforts made by the country to combat corruption, namely the creation of an investigative body for this purpose; the measures taken to ensure greater gender sensitivity within the police forces; and the priority given to ensuring universal birth registration.

Portugal recommends that Papua New Guinea:

1. Abolish the Death Penalty and ratify the second Optional Protocol to the International Convention on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;

2. Take concrete steps to protect the human rights of women, including to punish sexual and gender-based violence and domestic violence; eliminate all forms of discrimination in law and in practice; and promote women’s full and equal participation is society;

3. Take concrete measures to tackle stigma and discrimination against persons affected by leprosy and their families; to ensure they have timely and adequate access to health services and that they can enjoy their rights to education and to work without discrimination, in line with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.
