Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Suriname and the efforts made in establishing a National Human Rights Institution in line with the Paris Principles. We hope Suriname will pursue this goal by giving the NHRI a broad mandate and capacity to promote and monitor the effective implementation of all human rights obligations and standards, including those of women and children.
Portugal notes with satisfaction that important steps taken towards the abolition of the death penalty in Suriname, with the 2015 reform in the Penal Code and pending reform of the Military Penal Code.

Portugal recommends that Suriname:
1.
abolish the death penalty and ratify the second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
2. 
ratify the Optional Protocol to the ICESCR and the Optional Protocol to CEDAW;
3. 
issue a standing invitation to HRC Special Procedures mandate holders.
