Chair,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Thailand and thanks the presentation of its national report. 

We welcome the ongoing legislative works aiming at the prevention and suppression of torture and enforced disappearances and the promotion of the rights of LGBTI persons, including the recognition of civil partnerships for same-sex couples. 

Portugal recommends Thailand to: 

1. End capital punishment and impose a moratorium on executions, as a first steps towards full abolition of the death penalty, and ratifies the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights;

2. Repeal all provisions that criminalize or unduly restrict the rights to freedom of opinion and expression and of assembly;

3. Ratify the Optional Protocols to the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment and to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.
