Chair,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Trinidad and Tobago and notes with appreciation the adoption of the Domestic Violence Bill, in 2020, as well as the establishment of a Gender Based Violence Unit, the approval of the National Sexual and Reproductive Health Policy and the amendment to the Miscellaneous Provisions Bill, outlawing child marriage. 

We note with satisfaction the White Paper on National Child Policy and its Implementation Plan for 2020-2030, and recommend its urgent adoption. We acknowledge and commend the country’s efforts to ensure the rights to housing and to health and recommend reinforcing the measures to fulfil these rights.
Portugal further recommends that Trinidad & Tobago:
1.
abolishes the death penalty and ratifies the second Optional Protocol ICCPR;
2. 
implements measures to ensure that all children have equal access to all levels of education, including migrants, asylum seekers and refugees and provides age-appropriate comprehensive sexual education;
3.
intensifies efforts to address trafficking in persons, including of women and children, bringing all those responsible to justice, and providing shelter, legal assistance and care to the victims.
