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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Tajikistan.
Montenegro notes with appreciation the Government's commitment to strengthening the normative and institutional framework for the effective implementation of human rights obligations arising from international instruments to which Tajikistan is a party. To this end, we welcome the adoption of several thematic action plans and encourage the Government to provide sufficient budget allocations and to develop effective follow-up mechanisms for their implementation. 
Montenegro also welcomes the country’s commitment to cooperate with the UN bodies and human rights mechanisms, and consequently calls on the Government to issue a standing invitation to all special procedures mandate holders. 
Montenegro reiterates its call to Tajikistan to consider ratifying the 2nd Optional Protocol to the ICCPR.
Montenegro recommends to Tajikistan:

· To adopt a comprehensive anti-discrimination law that provides effective protection against all forms of direct, indirect, and multiple discrimination and access to appropriate remedies for victims of discrimination;
· To revise Criminal Code to include the criminalization of enforced disappearance as defined in international law; 
Montenegro wishes Tajikistan a successful UPR cycle.
