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Intervention by the delegation of Ukraine

Madam President,
Ukraine welcomes the delegation of Eswatini and thanks for the presentation of its national report.
Recognizing the efforts made by the Government of Eswatini the 2nd  UPR cycle, we have to acknowledge that many significant challenges still remain. 
We welcome the adoption of the Sexual Offences and Domestic Violence Act into law, and the Strategy, Plan of action and Guidelines to address gender-based violence, as well as the Persons with Disability Act.

We would like to emphasize the necessity to implement all recommendations and voluntary pledges accepted by Eswatini during the previous Reviews and to recommend to:
· ratify remaining core international human rights treaties;

· establish an independent national human rights institution in line with the Paris Principles; 
· extent a standing invitation to HRC’s Special Procedures;
· ensure protection, in law and in practice, against all forms of violence and discrimination persons with albinism; 

· redouble efforts to combat the HIV/AIDS-related stigma and discrimination;

· take concrete steps to address poverty with particular focus on people living in rural areas.
