Malaysia thanks Tajikistan for its report presentation. 
2. Malaysia is pleased to note various legislative and policy frameworks that have been developed following Tajikistan’s Second UPR. The pragmatic, transparent and inclusive approach adopted by Tajikistan towards implementing its human rights commitments has translated into advancements.
