1.
Implement immediate and effective measures to prevent and combat refoulement and push back of migrants and asylum seekers especially in the face of the probable increase in the flow of migrants and asylum seekers from Afghanistan;  

2. Develop required administrative and legislative policies and measures to prevent dissemination of ideas based on racial superiority and provide effective, timely and equitable remedies to victims of racist hate speech and hate crime; 

3. Take immediate and effective measures to prevent and deal with cases involving inhuman and degrading treatment against migrants, asylum seekers, demonstrators, and Roma; 

4. Intensify its efforts to prevent and combat trafficking in persons;

5.
Develop effective and required measures to ensure an adequate standard of living for persons with disabilities including their sufficient access to comprehensive health-care services;

6.
Improve conditions in prisons and detention centers by dully addressing insufficient security, overcrowding and inadequate access to food, sanitation and health care.
