3. Intensify its efforts to combat systemic discrimination and increasing incidence of racist hate speech in particular by politicians against Muslims, travelers, Roma, refugees, ethnic minorities, asylum seekers and migrants; 

4. Strengthen fundamental safeguards against torture in prisons;  

5.
Develop necessary policies to prevent serious abuses of human rights of affecting people of African descent and indigenous peoples by Irish companies abroad.
