3. Take the necessary measures to prevent asylum-seeking’s children from dropping out of school;
4. Support migrant women in abusive relationships and assisting and empowering them to reduce the ratio of migrant women seeking help from the Women’s Shelter;
5. Implement the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities into its domestic legislation by introducing changes to relevant legislation to bring its legislation in accordance with the Convention;
6. Take effective steps to combat discrimination against persons with disabilities, particularly those with Down syndrome.
Iran wishes Iceland a successful review.
