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Intervention by the delegation of Ukraine

Mister President,
Ukraine welcomes the delegation of Uganda and thanks for the presentation of its national report.

We positively assess the commitment of the Government of Uganda to incorporate a human rights-based approach into implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development as well as steps aimed at development of national normative framework, in particular that pertaining to protection and assistance to HIV affected and criminalising torture, adoption of the Uganda Vision 2040 and the National Action Plan on Business and Human Rights.  

We recommend to:

· ratify the international human rights treaties, to which it is not a party yet; 

· take all necessary measures to combat impunity for the crimes of enforced disappearance and human trafficking; 

· аbolish the death penalty and replace it with a sentence that is fair, proportionate, and in compliance with international human rights standards;
· continue efforts to eradicate harmful practices, in particular FGM, forced and early marriage, child labour; 

- take further necessary measures for ensuring effective access to justice for women;
· enhance efforts to combat all forms of gender-based violence, including domestic and sexual violence.
