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Intervention by the delegation of Ukraine

Mister President,
Ukraine takes note of the presented report, describing numerous human rights challenges in the country. 

It is regrettable that not enough has been done to ensure free exercise of the freedom of expression, peaceful assembly and association and to guarantee space for civil society actors and journalists to operate without fear of reprisals.

Ukraine calls on Zimbabwe to step up efforts to identify and protect victims of trafficking from and within the country and to investigate, prosecute and adequately punish the perpetrators, as well as to adopt a law on gender equality, encompassing all prohibited grounds of discrimination.
Our recommendations are to:

-  harmonise laws in accordance with the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child; 

- eradicate harmful practices, such as FGM, child marriage and polygamy;
- develop a far-reaching reform of the judicial system, and effectively guarantee independence of the judiciary; 

- address poor material conditions in places of detention.
