Portugal notes with satisfaction the preparation of the Plan of Action for the implementation of the UPR recommendations and recommends its swift adoption and effective implementation in cooperation with civil society and the Ombudsman’s Office.

1. take measures to reduce the rate of illiteracy and to ensure that all children, including girls and those living in rural and remote areas, have access to education without discrimination;

2. continue to put in place the necessary measures and strengthen its efforts in order to ensure that all the population has access to safe drinking water and adequate sanitation;

3.  adopt all necessary measures, in cooperation with relevant UN agencies, to eliminate sexual and gender-based violence and to ensure equal access to sexual and reproductive health services, including family planning for all persons.
