Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Togo and wishes it a successful UPR.

Portugal welcomes the efforts made so far in implementing the recommendations on the right to education, including by improving primary school enrolment, and achieving near gender parity in primary education. We recognize the reforms made in the context of the consolidation of democracy and the rule of law.
Portugal recommends that Togo:
1. amend the Criminal Code to decriminalize sexual relationships between consenting adults of the same sex and prohibit all forms of violence and discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity;

2. undertake nationwide awareness-raising campaigns on the criminalization of child labour, child early and forced marriage and other harmful practices with a view to eliminate these practices;

3. ratifies the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.
