Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Uganda and wishes it a successful UPR.

Portugal welcomes the adoption of the 2017 Regulations, which operationalize the Prevention and Prohibition of Torture Act of 2012 in compliance with Convention against Torture, and recommends that Uganda ratify the Optional Protocol to the CAT.

We further recommend that Uganda adopt a formal moratorium on the death penalty with a view to its full abolition, both in practice and in law, for all cases and under all circumstances.
We note with satisfaction Uganda’s achievements in the fight against HIV/AIDS and recommend that Uganda strengthen efforts in this regard, including towards the elimination of remaining stigma and discriminatory attitudes and practices that prevent access to and use of sexual and reproductive health and rights services, including by girls and LGBTI persons. We also recommend that Uganda decriminalize homosexuality and make every effort to prevent discrimination against sexual minorities.
Finally, we congratulate Uganda for the number of measures to promote the health and rights of persons with albinism, including the provision of free eye care, and support to raise awareness of the rights of persons with albinism.
