Portugal welcomes the delegation of Moldova and wishes it a successful UPR.

Portugal welcomes the adoption, following the last UPR cycle, of the National Human Rights Action Plan 2018/2022 and the recent ratification of the Council of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and Domestic Violence.
We note with appreciation Moldova’s efforts to ensure the independence and integrity of the judiciary, to combat trafficking in human beings and to protect children in most vulnerable situations.

Portugal recommends that Moldova:
1. take concrete measures to promote gender equality, in particular at the workplace and on the equal participation of women in decision-making processes and in economic and political life;

2. take concrete steps, including awareness raising campaigns, to combat all forms of violence, discrimination and prejudices based on sexual orientation and gender identity;

3. create a National Mechanism for Implementation, Report and Follow-up of human rights obligations and recommendations;

4. ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;

Finally, we also welcome that the Office of the People’s Advocate had been accredited with A status by the Global Alliance of National Human Rights Institutions.
