Chairperson,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of South Sudan and wishes a successful review. We welcome the ceasefire agreement and the announcement of the establishment of a transitional justice mechanism. 

Portugal commends the approval of an action plan to end and prevent all grave violations against children and recommends that all efforts are pursued to implement it and to eliminate all forms of violence and exploitation of children, including child labour, recruitment of child soldiers, sexual and gender-based violence and early and forced marriages.

Portugal further recommends South Sudan to: 

1. Impose a moratorium on executions, as a first step towards full abolition of the death penalty;

2. Take measures to reduce the number of out-of-school children all to ensure that all children, including girls, have access to education without discrimination, and to prevent attacks and the military use of schools; 

3. Increase the investment in the health sector with a view to achieve universal health coverage and take measures, including providing human rights training for health personnel, to eliminate all forms of barriers, stigma and discrimination in health settings and create an enabling and safe environment for all, including for persons affected with HIV and key populations;
