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Mr. President,

We categorically reject baseless allegations made by the Syrian regime in its UPR report and presentation. We condemn such deliberate and useless attempts to distort reality.

Assad regime remains the main perpetrator of gross violations and abuses of human rights, including starvation, disruption of basic services, obstruction of humanitarian assistance or besiegement which occurred recently in Idlib as well as in Dera’a. 
Unfortunately, Syria continues to be a safe haven for the world’s most ferocious terrorist organizations such as DEASH, PKK/YPG and HTS, which use Syrian territories to destabilize Turkey and the region. 
Turkey recommends: 
1. Stop violating international human rights and humanitarian law.

2. Stop killing civilians, humanitarian workers.

3. Stop targeting health facilities and civilian infrastructure.
4. Stop ceasefire violations.

5.  Amend the legislation which denounces the Syrian opposition as terrorist and its legitimate aspirations as act of terrorism.

6.  Respect the right to life and other human rights for the safe, dignified and voluntary return of refugees and internally displaced persons. 
7. Stop collaborating with terrorist organisations.
8. Participate in and contribute to the political process, the Constitutional Committee work, in a meaningful and result-oriented way, in line with UN Security Council resolution 2254.
