Chair,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of the UK.

We take note with appreciation that the UK ratified the Istanbul Convention and that international human rights instruments, such as the CRC or CEDAW, are being extended to Jersey, the Isle of Man, Bermuda and St Helena.

In the spirit of constructive dialogue, Portugal recommends that the UK:

1. ratifies the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.

2. ensures that any modifications to the Human Rights Act do not result in the weakening of the current level of human rights protection.
3. establishes a reasonable statutory time limit to the detention of asylum-seekers, which should only be used as a measure of last resort and make express provision for family reunification for any unaccompanied asylum-seeking children.
Portugal wishes the UK a successful UPR review.
